How to get there
The Des Moines International Airport (DSM) is the closest airport to Iowa State University, approximately 40 miles. 
That will be most expeditious for you and most convenient.

    * Chicago, Illinois is approximately 5-6 hours from Ames,
    * Kansas City, Missouri is 3 hours,
    * Omaha, Nebraska is 3 hours, and
    * Minneapolis, Minnesota is 3 hours away. 

If you choose to rent a car in order to be mobile during your time in Ames, rental cars are available at the Des 
Moines Airport from 7-8 different companies. There are no shuttle services based at the airport. Taxi will cost ap-
proximately $60 one-way.
